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Welcome

We, the members and staff of the Lakewood United Church of Christ, are 

glad you have chosen our church for your wedding celebration. We are a 

church seeking to meet the needs of our members and the community at 

large. We gather on Sundays for Worship and Christian Education for all 

ages. In addition, we engage in a number of social outreach projects 

through which we seek to live out our faith by making a difference in the lives of others.

Planning For Your Wedding

Persons desiring to be married at Lakewood UCC should contact the church office and schedule an initial consultation with the Pastor and Wedding Coordinator. A date and hour for the rehearsal, wedding ceremony, and any reception will be scheduled by the Wedding Coordinator.

The Wedding Rehearsal

Rehearsals take approximately one hour. When setting your rehearsal time, be sure all of the participants can attend on time, as the Minister, Musicians, and Wedding Coordinator may have other obligations to meet. Usual rehearsal times are between 5:00 and 6:30 p.m. the evening prior to the wedding.

The Marriage Ceremony

The Pastor and Wedding Coordinator will counsel with you in the selection of scripture readings, in the personalization of vows, and in any other items or matters that would be appropriate. Flowers, candles, aisle runner, pew bows, and other sanctuary appropriate decorations are welcome but not available from Lakewood UCC. Dressing rooms are provided for the wedding party. It is the wedding party's responsibility to collect all belongings immediately after the ceremony and leave the church in proper order.

Wedding Music

Music for the wedding ceremony must be appropriate in nature. Our church Organist/Pianist is a wonderful resource for your wedding selections. After the initial visit with the Pastor and Wedding Coordinator, you will be given information to contact the musicians directly. Although we welcome the use of family/friend musicians, our organist/pianist maintains the first right of refusal for all ceremonies. In the event that our church Organist/Pianist is not available for your wedding, arrangements for securing other musicians are the responsibility of the wedding party.

Fellowship Hall w/ light kitchen use $200 + $100 deposit

Fellowship Hall w/ full meal use $300 + $150 deposit

Wedding Coordinator $100

Organist/Pianist $100 + $50 rehearsal

Pastor $150

All fees are due to the church 30 days prior to the wedding. Please make checks payable to Lakewood United Church of Christ. Provided that there is no damage to the facilities, the deposit will be refunded within 14 days following the wedding.

Facility fees and deposits are adjusted for members of Lakewood United 

Church of Christ.

Wedding Receptions

Lakewood UCC has a Fellowship Hall available with a maximum occupancy of 80. The kitchen and accessories are available for your use. The wedding party provides all food and beverages. Alcohol of any type is not permitted. It is the wedding party's responsibility to clean up and leave the kitchen and Fellowship Hall in good order.

Cancellations

Weddings canceled within 7 days of the wedding date will receive a full 

refund, except for charges (programs, music, etc.) that have already 

occurred.

Wedding Coordinator

Our Wedding Coordinators are the liaisons for the members of Lakewood 

United Church of Christ. They are responsible for oversight of the 

building and grounds. They will also assist the Pastor and wedding party with basic logistics before, during, and after the rehearsal and wedding ceremony.

Other Considerations

Professional photographers are allowed to take desired photos before and after the ceremony. Photos and video recordings are allowed during the ceremony if they do not disrupt the spirit of worship. Please note: Sanctuary photos must be completed one-half hour before the beginning of the ceremony. Alcoholic beverages and smoking are not allowed on the church premises.

No rice or confetti may be thrown inside the church or on the church 

grounds. Birdseed or bubbles may be used outside the church building only.

Wedding gifts are the responsibility of the wedding party. Please arrange to have someone responsible for them at all times.

Flowers, equipment, and decorations of any type are not allowed on the 

grand piano, organ console, or adjoining cabinet.
